its indorsement on the candidacy of
Gov. Alfred E. Smith of New York
for the Presidency.

In resolutions adopted by the com-
mittee the platform of the Demo-
cratic party was indorsed as beihg
the most effective offering for relief
of the farmer from the “burden of
sur luses.”

e Democratic platform of 1928"
the resolution states, ‘‘pledges the
party to enact legislation that will
prevent the price of surplus from de-
termining the price of-the whole crop.
It recognizes the principle fhat the
problem of dealing with -surpluses
must be distributed over each mar-
keted unit of commodity whose pro-
duces are benefited by such assist-

ance.

“The Democrlhc candidate states.
his poisition squarely on this platform
He points out in his acceptance speech
that the tariff is ineffective and of no
value upon the crops of which we pro-
duce an exportable surplus. He de-
clares as does that Democratic plat-
form in favor of legislation to make
the tariff effective on such crops.”

The resolution added that farmers

n the wheat growing States where
thu main cash crops were being mar-
keted at a price half its cost of pro-

uction and without any benefit from
tho 42 cents tariff are "“fully aware
of the failure of the tariff to be effec
tive in case of surpluses,’”

The Republican platform was eriti-
oised for {ta failure to addreds itself
to the problem of surpluses.

“The Republican candidate,”  the
resolution continued, “has not recog-
nizcd the ri| r(fhl of farmers to organize

to' be heard in the. shaping of farm
legislation,”

The resolution concluded with the
appeal to farmers to elect cantidates
whom they thought would offer re-
lief “in their*hour of need.”

Asg in the sengational grand jury
investigation = two years .ago when
the woman exhorter was alleged to
have been kidnaped, she will stand

accused of fraud by members of
her own flock.
Decision to bring the Angelus

Temple leader before the lnqulsl-
torial body followed closely the -visit
of ‘a group of nlleged victims of her
realty nchvmew to the prosecutor’s
office.

Attorney Bannmm Lewis, leading
the party, demanded a criminal
complaint against the cvangelist. All
of his clients deseribed themselves
as membera of the Angelus Temple
congregation,
